1 
 Pray for the C&MA Annual Council, to be held from 4-6 February in Canberra. Ask 

God to guide the denomination as we seek His will on how to deepen our lives in 
Christ and spread the gospel both locally and abroad. Pray for the pastors and 
leaders participating in ministry discussions during this time. Please remember 
our church’s five pastors and Elder Daniel, who will be attending the Council. 

2 

 The NSW government is introducing reforms to shut down unapproved 
prayer halls, increasing fines for non-compliance. Pray for state and 
local leaders to balance public safety with the protection of genuine 
religious freedom and peaceful assembly. Pray for harmony that divisive 
speech would fail to take root and neighbourhoods would remain 
secure.

 Y&G: Pray for discernment in ministry to S believers, managing 
heavy responsibilities, and prioritizing plans for the coming 
year. Ask for more participants in G’s special project and give 
thanks for Y’s recent trip and local playgroup connections. Pray 
for spiritual growth and renewal for S believers and seekers.

 M&L (OMF): Praise God for full financial support and pray for deep 
physical and mental recovery during their holiday. Give thanks for 
their cohesive team and pray for favor regarding their five-year 
residence permit application. Pray for unity among local and foreign 
workers, healing for Mrs. NJH, and wisdom for media leaders.

 Give thanks for Pastor Eric Lai’s faithful service to the youth and English 
congregation over the years. As he approaches his ordination on 15 
February, pray that our Lord strengthens his faith, calling and ministry 
to God’s people. Pray for our new student pastor, Cindy Huang (黃慈
