1 
 Australia is changing laws to ignore biological facts, causing confusion—

such as men entering female-only spaces—and is now considering new 
rules that could treat children like products to be bought through surrogacy. 
Pray that people will understand how these current and proposed laws 
affect their daily lives and families. Pray for wisdom and truth for state 
leaders and courts. Pray that Christians speak with love, courage, and grace. 

2 

 NSCAC Short-term Missions (STM) Trip: Pray for the planning of the 
year-end STM trip aboard the Doulos Hope. Ask God to guide the 
arrangements, confirm the ship schedule, and raise up team members 
who are passionate, spiritually mature and ready for ministry. Pray 
that the trip will be an eye-opening experience, helping participants 
grow in faith and step out to serve God in new ways.

 Please pray for the “ETERNITY x Home of Artists Sydney Gospel Music 
2026” Cantonese event running across Sydney until 11 March. Pray 
especially for the revival meeting at our church on 6 March.
